The Enchanting Machine is an analog pilgrimage 
into the [virtual] ritual: Wolfskinderen are researching rituals; how 
they shape group membership, morality and emotions. In the month 
of October they are residents at SIM where they will be working 
on a performance.

anticipated the 1997 death of Princess Diana via cryptic clues and 
asides secreted in his lyrics or embedded in images on Smiths’ record 
sleeves or in their pop videos. Focusing on a track-by-track analysis 
of The Smiths’ seminal 1986 Album “The Queen Is Dead” Lau-
mann’s film adopts the form of a conspiracy-theory-cum-urban-myth, 
and despite its labyrinthine twists-and turns, seems to make absolute 
sense: somehow proving its case, suggesting that perhaps Morrissey - 
albeit aided and abetted by extraterrestrial forces - did indeed possess 
clairvoyant powers.

For the collection ‘Cover up’ I decided to study two different loca-
tions – London, UK and Tyssoy, Norway (a remote island in Norway 
where I grew up). I researched and documented the different textiles 
and clothes worn on Tyssoy, and the clothes worn in Three Colts 
Lane, London, where my studio is. It is interesting how different 
environments and surroundings influence which clothes you wear. 
From extensively researching this idea I created the Cover Up mens-
wear Collection, and the logical next step was to use these garments 
to physically cover up the environment that inspired them. I selected 
two key items from the collections - a coat and a shirt - and produced 
300 Cover Up garments. The coats come in grey, orange, light blue 
and turquoise, and the two styles of shirts in navy. The colours are de-
rived from extreme enlargements (pixels) of images taken in Norway 
and around my studio in London.
